Scoff = “To speak to someone or 
about something in a scornfully 

derisive or mocking way.”
Deride – Expressing Contempt or 

Ridicule
Contempt – “Feeling that a person 

or thing is beneath consideration or 
worthless.  Disregard for something 

that should/could be taken into 
account.”

“Scoffer” is the name of the 
arrogant, haughty man who 
acts with arrogant pride.” (Prov. 
21:24)

“Drive out a scoffer, and strife 
will go out, and quarreling and 
abuse will cease.” (Prov. 22:10)

The Danger 
of Being A 

Scoffer

“Whoever corrects a scoffer gets 
himself abuse, and he who 
reproves a wicked man incurs 
injury. Do not reprove a scoffer, or 
he will hate you; reprove a wise 
man, and he will love you. Give 
instruction to a wise man, and he 
will be still wiser; teach a 
righteous man, and he will 
increase in learning.”

(Pro 9:7-9 ESV)



The Danger 
of Being A 

Scoffer

“A scoffer does not like to be 
reproved; he will not go to the 
wise.”

(Pro 15:12 ESV)

“Blessed is the man who walks not 
in the counsel of the wicked, nor 
stands in the way of sinners, nor 
sits in the seat of scoffers; but his 
delight is in the law of the LORD, 
and on his law he meditates day 
and night.”               (Psa 1:1-2 ESV)
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
